With Hard Rock Park opening Tuesday, here’s some traffic 
tips and a look at the best routes for getting into the park: 
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Tips for 
getting to the park
>> Avoid U.S. 501 by using 
back roads like Forestbrook 
Road from the southwest and 
River Oaks Drive to the 
northeast.
>> Avoid a backup on Outlet 
Boulevard by taking Burcale 
Road to Claypond Road.
>> When coming from the 
beach, if using U.S. 501, there 
are two options for exiting: the 
George Bishop Parkway exit, or 
the Forestbrook Road exit.
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Park traffic blocked from using George Bishop 
Parkway between park entrance and exit.
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
